1. Article Review:  Klebe, S., et al. "Influence of alcohol on gait in patients with essential tremor." Neurology 65.1 (2005): 96-101.
· Definition of tandem gait:  placing one foot in front of the other while walking
· Is treatment of tremor with ethanol actually an option?  It may not be considered socially acceptable but would be effective in moderation.
· It was not necessary to gender-match between groups in this study because the ET is a fundamental cerebral disfunction.
· It is okay to have a smaller control group because in general the variation in the control group will be less than in the affected group.
